
Churches Unite for “U2charist”  

to End the Crisis in Darfur 
First Congregational Church in Natick and Edwards Church in Framingham 

will host a U2charist and Community Forum on the Crisis in Darfur in Natick 

Center, beginning at 5 PM on Sunday, April 6th. Our special guest will be Liz 

Walker, prominent Boston broadcast journalist, minister, film-maker, human 

rights activist and co-founder of My Sister’s Keeper. 

A U2charist is a dynamic, new worship celebration that puts side by side the 
powerful music of U2 with a call to action to rally around the UN’s Millennial 
Development Goals and reverse the death-dealing effects of poverty by 2015. 

The traditional faith symbols of bread and cup become charged with the awareness that not everyone has access to 
even the basic necessities of life.  The numbers are staggering.  Over one billion people live on less than one dollar a 
day, but each U2charist celebrates that people can come together to make a difference.  To date, over 2.4 million have 
united behind the ONE campaign, many inspired by the music and commitment of performers like Bono and U2.  At 
the U2charist, projected words and images allow everyone to get involved with the experience. Worship music will 
also include live music by Willie Sordillo on saxophone and Burns Stanfield on keyboard.  
 
Our special guest will be Liz Walker who has seen the effects of poverty and violence first-hand.  For five years the 
Reverend Doctor Gloria White-Hammond and journalist Liz Walker traveled together extensively to the Sudan where 
millions have been murdered, raped and tortured in the 21st century’s first genocide.  Walker will share some of her 
experiences of those affected by this genocide, and preview her new documentary, A Glory from the God. 

With exclusive video footage, much of which Walker shot herself, the 

documentary chronicles the many trips Walker and White-Hammond have made to 

Sudan including a dangerous 2005 journey to the scene of the genocide in Darfur. 

Walker records Hammond's intimate and powerful interviews with Sudanese 

women who have been viciously raped by government-backed janjaweed.  The 

hopes of these women for a different life for their children inspired Walker, 

Hammond and others to organize My Sister’s Keeper.  

 

A Community Forum on the Crisis in Darfur with Liz Walker will follow the 

U2charist celebration at 7 PM.  There will be an opportunity to view the 

documentary, A Glory from the God in full, and hear in more detail about the 

situation in Darfur and the work of My Sister’s Keeper. 

     

All donations at the U2charist and the Community Forum will benefit My Sister’s 

Keeper.  This organization, founded by Walker and Hammond, assists, protects and advocates for the formerly 

enslaved women of southern Sudan and partners with them to reclaim their lives and rebuild their communities after 20 

years of genocide.  My Sister’s Keeper’s  current project  is the start-up of Akon School for Girls, a primary school in 

the village of Akon where conflict has robbed two generations of education.�

 

The U2charist worship event and forum will be held at First Congregational Church, located at 2 East Central Street on 

the corner of routes 27 and 135 in Natick, across from the Natick Common.   The facilities are handicapped accessible.�
